The Essex Quonsets were two large domed structures - about 40'x80' along Highway 48.  They were originally constructed back in the 1950's for government grain storage.

When Essex Community Schools purchased the farm ground in the mid-60's to build the current school, they buildings were on the grounds.

Over the years, they had been used for classrooms, practice facilities, and storage.  

Several years ago, it was discovered that these buildings could no longer be used do to facility conditions and more-so asbestos.  So, they've become an eyesore and safety concern.

The Essex Community Club has helped to facilitate tear down of these buildings by pledging $20,000 toward the demolition & removal.  “We had secured $10,000 in our general fund, and wanted to invite alumni, residents, friends, and businesses to participate in this service project.”
